2. Always make sure that the blade guard is located a fingers width above your project (1/4”-1/2”) before using the band saw.___

3. Always hold the work loosely and flat on the table.___

4. Always wear eye protection when using a band saw.___

5. Always keep your work area clean.___

6. Never cut round, unsupported objects on the band saw.___

7. Always leave the machine on when backing out of a curved cut.___

8. Never turn sharper than the blade is capable of cutting.___

9. Always touch the blade to wood before starting the saw.___

10. Always use a second piece of wood for a guide when cutting small pieces.___

11. Always cut relief cuts first when cutting in tight spots.___

12. Always pull sleeves, hair, and drawstrings back before cutting.___

13. Always wait until the blade stops turning before clearing scraps of wood.___

14. Always unplug the saw before working on or changing the blade.___

15. Always hide or ignore any problems with the band saw and don’t tell your instructor.___
