Project #3

The Brace


This project teaches the basics of framing a wall, what happens when you nail wood together, and becoming familiar with the joiner.  You only get one chance at this project, so do it right the first time.

You are each given a piece of 2X4- 3ft long.  You need every bit of it, so make sure that whenever you cut off a section that you label it.  It is easy to get ahead of yourself and hard to make wood go back together.

Joiner:  Make sure the work-piece is held firmly against the table and the back fence.  Is the fence at 90degrees? Is the work-piece longer than 9in?  Should you use a handle?  Are you wearing any loose clothing?

Whoever’s brace turns out best will become the new demo for the next class to look at, so do a good job, take your time, and be safe!

[   ] 1. Using the joiner, cut your board down to the desired size.
[   ] 2. Use a combination square to draw a 45 degree line from one end.
[   ] 3. From that point, measure 12 inches and put a line across vertically.

[   ] 4. From that line, draw a 45 degree bevel line on the side of the board.

[   ] 5. Using chop saw, cut the bevel and miter angles. Keep the rest.

[   ] 6. Cut that piece down to exactly 12 inches by cutting off the angles.
[   ] 7. Lay out corresponding measurements and cut them.

[   ] 8. Layout all alignment marks.

[   ] 9. Nail the angle piece to the vertical piece using two #12 nails.
[   ] 10. Nail the angle piece into the horizontal piece using two #12 nails.
[   ] 11. Nail the horizontal piece into the vertical piece using two #16 nails.
