10. Never place your fingers or hand in the path of the blade.___

11. Always hold your work firmly against the fence.

12. Avoid awkward operations and hand positions.___

13. Always unplug the saw before working on or changing the blade.___

14. Always report any problems with the jointer to your supervisor.___
